In response to public concerns Santa Fe County Commis-
sioner Liz Stefanics requested the Public Works Road Divi-
sion conducted speed study on CR 42. Based on road ge-
ometry and adjacent land uses, the road naturally breaks in
three segments. The natural road segments served as a gu
for how the speed limit should be increased. Based on the
study, the speed limit was increased from 35 mph to 45 mp
on the middle section of CR 42. The total mileage increasec
was a 4.2 mile section of road.

County Road 42 begins at NM 14 and extends east 9.33 milesgs
through the Village of Galisteo to NM 41.
